According to the data, the most common reason is that
theatre is too expensive, which was cited by 52% of
respondents. The second most significant reason is that
theatres are too far from home, chosen by 18% of
people. Other reasons include other interests (13%),

online broadcasts (11%), and inconvenient time of
performances (6%).

As we can see from the table, while answering the
question "Why are you not keen on theatre-going?” most
Zetlanders say it is to expensive (52%) or the theatre is
situated too far from their home (18%). The least
popular reason for not visiting a theatre is the

inconvenient time of performances, noted only by 6% of
the respondents.

Comparing the data, it is evident that the reasons why
Zetlanders do not go to the theatre are different. Itis
worth mentioning that the percentage of respondents who
are not keen on theatres because of their high price is
almost three times higher than those who say that theatres
are too far from home (52% and 18% respectively). It can
be inferred that cost-related issues far outweigh
georaphical distance. These results might also suggest that
financial constraints are the primary barriers.

Looking at the figures in the table, we can see that other
interests, noted by 13% of the surveyed, as the reason
for not visiting theatre performances, is only 2% more
popular than the opportunities to watch these broadcasts
online (11%). It is not surprising as people today have
more opportunities for entertainment than they used to in
the past, one of them being online broadcasts of plays.
